Data Queries by External Data Providers
Version 1.0
05 May 2009

1. Background
This Modification was raised by the TSO during the course of the Working Group on Unit Registration issues in the Market. Discussions took place between all Parties involved in the registration process.

This Modification was raised as standard and was received by the Secretariat on 22/01/2009. It was third in a series of Modifications (04_09, 05_09, 06_09 and 13_09) raised by the TSO during the course of the Working Group on Unit Registration issues in the Market. It was seen as a related subject which needed to be addressed.
This Modification Proposal topic had been identified as a possible issue during a discussion between MDPs, TSOs, and the MO in October 2008. The discussion related to the issue that MDPs should be alerting parties where a material meter data error has arisen, whether inside or outside the 13 month period. In some cases affected parties will already be aware of the problem but where only the MDPs are aware they must be obliged to notify parties including the RAs. This Modification was drafted to ensure that the MDPs have an obligation to inform if and when this issue occurs.
2. Purpose of Proposed Modification
      2a. Justification for Modification (from Original Modification Proposal Form)
Currently, the Code does not provide for a process around External Data Providers raising Data Queries or Issues, which would permit them to address issues with the data provided by them. More accurate data may be available, which may need to be processed by them, sent to the MO and included in revised settlement calculations either within the Data Verification Period or afterwards.

      2b. Impact of not implementing a solution
More accurate data may be available, although at present, there is no clear process by which External Data Providers can raise queries with the MO.
3. Impact on Code Objectives
This Modification aims to further Code Objective 1.3 (2) to ‘facilitate the efficient, economic and coordinated operation, administration and development of the Single Electricity Market in a financially secure manner'.

4. Development Process
This Modification proposes changes to the T&SC V4.5 Sections 6.78, 6.83, 6.84, 6.94, 6.95 and the Glossary.
It also proposes changes to AP13 – Query Generation Sections 2.1.2, 2.2.2, Procedural Steps 3.1, 3.2, AP Glossary and swimlanes.

5. Assessment of Alternatives
No alternatives were considered

6. Working Group and/or Consultation

Three Working group meetings took place on Treatment of Unit Registration delays. 
On Dec 17th 2008 an initial Working Group meeting discussed Mod_64_08 (raised by Airtricity) and Registration issues generally. The recommendation from the Working Group was that the TSO would raise a number of new Modification Proposals in place of Mod_64_08.
The Jan 21st 2009 Working Group meeting discussed drafts of Mod_04_09, Mod_05_09 and Mod_06_09.The recommendation from the Working Group was that these Modifications were to be considered at Meeting 20 of the Modifications Committee on Feb 10th 2009.

This Modification was not subject to a consultation.
7. Impact on other Codes/Documents
      [Grid Code, Metering Code, licences etc.]

This Modification has no impact on other codes or documents other than stated above.
8. Impact on Systems
      [SEM systems, TSO interfaces, Participant Systems]

This Modification has no impact on systems.
9. Modifications Committee views
The proposer introduced the Modification with a presentation.
There was some discussion about the wording of the modification, however it was agreed that the Modifications Committee would vote and revised wording will be included in the FRR.
The Action items were recorded as follows:

Change the following in the FRR:

1.  "in the event that they discover an error" 
2. External Data Provider definition, include "that provide data to the Meter Operator"

3. Spaces in 6.8.3, part 1

4. Procedural step 17

5. "May" instead of "shall"
The Secretariat received a revised version (V2) of the Modification on Feb 12th 2009, incorporating the changes as per the action items requested by the Modifications Committee. 
It was noted that the definition of External Data Provider needed to be revised to reflect the function which they perform under this definition and to remove the reference to System Operator as it is covered under Meter Data Provider.
