6.101  A Participant or an External Data Provider may raise a Settlement Query at any time prior to 17:00 on the twentieth Working Day after the last Timetabled Settlement Rerun 
Agreed Procedure 13 Section 2
2.2.1   Raising Settlement Queries

A Settlement Query is a query in respect of the correctness of Metered Generation, Metered Demand, Net Demand, Eligible Availability or Actual Availability on an Initial Settlement Statement on an Invoice or on a Self Billing Invoice.  Each Settlement Query can include many data items and may span a number of Settlement Days (e.g. a metering fault affecting a number of meters over an extended period).  Settlement Queries must be submitted on the standard Query form included at Appendix 2 of this Agreed Procedure, and may be submitted by registered overnight mail, fax or email. Settlement Queries will not be accepted by telephone. This Party (the “Raising Party”) shall submit the Settlement Query via the Market Operator’s Help Desk.  The Settlement Query shall specify the data being queried together with the reasons why it is being queried and any supporting evidence. The reasons for the Settlement Query may be a concern with a calculation by the Market Operator or data provided from Participants, System Operators, Interconnector Administrator and/or Meter Data Providers. 

The Settlement Query must be raised prior to 20 Working Days after the last Timetabled Settlement Rerun for that Billing Period.
Note – this modification proposal is amending the same paragraph of  the T&S Code (paragraph 6.101) and Agreed Procedure 13 (paragraph 2.2.1) as modification to change query process to facilitate query of all Settlement  re-runs.  This modification has been submitted concurrently.

	Modification Proposal Justification
(Clearly state the reason for the Modification & how it furthers the Code Objectives) 

	Under the current Code the time allowed to raise a query on the final timetabled settlement rerun is restricted to 5 working days which means that time available to review these statements is very limited.  These statements are generally issued in batches 7/14 days which is a significant body of work to be reviewed in the time allowed.

We believe that 20 working days would be more in keeping with the time lines provided for other settlement statements.  Given that this is a 13 month resettlement it is not unreasonable to extend the review period by 15 days to ensure that participants have an opportunity to review final statements issued by market operator.
The proposed modification would in particular  further the following objectives of the code

1.3.3.   to facilitate the participation of electricity undertakings engaged in the    generation, supply or sale of electricity in the trading arrangements under the Single Electricity Market;

1.3.6      to ensure no undue discrimination between persons who are parties to the Code; and



	Implication of not implementing the Modification

	The increase in the time allowed would facilitate a more detailed examination on the final data produced for settlement periods. This should result in a greater degree of comfort that the final settled data is an accurate reflection of final market settlement having given all participants a reasonable opportunity to examine data.
