1. Background
This Modification was received by the Secretariat on  March 16th 2010 and presented to the Modifications Committee at Meeting 27 on March 30th 2010.

2. Purpose of Proposed Modification
2a. Justification for Modification (from Original Modification Proposal Form)
It has come to place that a Member and his Alternate Member were unable to attend a meeting of the Modifications Committee. On this occasion the Member was not able to confirm their absence until shortly before the scheduled meeting. The Member requested to nominate an Alternate Member to represent a Modification Proposal on his behalf, and to vote on that Modification in his absence.

As the notification was not received by the Secretariat within the permitted timeframe the Secretariat deferred to a Committee decision as to whether the Alternate Member would be permitted to act on this occasion. With the agreement of the Committee permission was granted.

The Secretariat noted at this meeting that it felt 10 working days to be excessive notification period, and with the encouragement of the Committee proposes to modify the Code as outlined herewith.

2b. Impact of not implementing a solution
The Code would maintain an unrealistic requirement for notification within a certain timeframe that is felt to be unnecessary. The Code would be restrictive to alternative opportunities and potentially pose administrative difficulty should a Member or Alternate necessary to achieve a Quorum not be able to attend with less than the required notice, slowing the progress of the Modifications on the table at any given time.
3. Impact on Code Objectives
This Modification Proposal promotes the following Code Objectives:

1.3.5   to provide transparency in the operation of the Single Electricity Market.

1.3.6   to ensure no undue discrimination between persons who are parties to the Code.

4. Development Process
The Modification was developed by the Secretariat and presented at Meeting 27 of the Modifications Committee on March 30th 2010.
5. Assessment of Alternatives
No alternatives were assessed on this occasion.

6. Working Group and/or Consultation

A working group/consultation was not required on this occasion.

7. Impact on other Codes/Documents

There is no impact on other codes/documents.

8. Impact on Systems and Resources
No systems or resources will be impacted.

9. Modifications Committee views
The Committee was reminded of the motivation behind the Modification. Some issues were raised in relation to scenarios whereby the Member may not be in a position to advise of the new Alternate, however it was expressed that the intention of this Modification was simply to change the timing rather than the extended process around nomination of an Alternate. It was also noted that the Committee is generally reasonable in their decisions around unforeseen circumstances, and as such is happy to address issues such as these as they arise rather than through overly codified procedures.
It was noted that the original text of the paragraph was somewhat misaligned with terms defined in the Glossary, as such the Secretariat committed to rectifying these in the Proposed Legal Drafting within this FRR. On this basis the Modification was taken to a vote at Meeting 27.
