1. Background
This Modification was received by the Secretariat on March 16th 2010 and presented to the Modifications Committee at Meeting 27 on March 30th 2010.

2. Purpose of Proposed Modification
2a. Justification for Modification (from Original Modification Proposal Form)
The term ‘Proposal Notice’ is effectively redundant in that it is not readily used by the Modifications Committee or its Secretariat.
