	Following the SEMO consultation on the Market System Development Plan, Market Participants raised concerns regarding the value to the SEM of implementing the enduring provisions relating to 7.6 and 7.7 of the Code.  
The enduring clause 7.6 of the Code allows an Interconnector Error Unit to be registered to any Party, as designated by the Interconnector Owner.  In order to deliver this enduring provision, the Central Market Systems would need to be amended to record the registrant of the Interconnector Error Unit.  In consultation with the Central Market Systems vendor, it was made clear that there would be a significant cost of implementation, plus could result in additional costs incurred by Market Participants to undertake regression testing to ensure that their systems are not impacted by the proposed change.

The enduring clause 7.7 of the Code would allow a Market Participant to register more than one Interconnector Unit for each relevant Interconnector.  In order to deliver the enduring requirements, significant changes would be required, including:

· All Type 2/3 interfaces in relation to Interconnector Unit Registration;
· All Type 2/3 interfaces in relation to the submission of Commercial Offer Data;

· Inbound Type 3 interfaces from Systems Operators and the Interconnector Administrator;

· Outbound Type 3 interfaces with Systems Operators and the Interconnector Administrator;
· Internal Central Market Systems interfaces between systems; and
· Internal Central Market System mapping to allow Interconnector Units to be settled.
As a result of concerns expressed by Market Participants, System Operators and the Interconnector Administrator regarding the relative costs and benefits of meeting the enduring Code, the Regulatory Authorities have agreed the scope of SEMO’s discussions with the Central Market Systems vendor in relation to the MSDP 2007/8.  This scope does not include changes to meet the enduring obligations of the Code in relation to 2.89 (7.6) and 7.7 (2.98A) of the Code.
This Modification proposes that the interim clauses in 7.6 and 7.7 of the Code should be moved to the enduring Code, in order to be consistent with the MSDP consultation and decisions from the Regulatory Authorities in relation to the scope of the MSDP for 2007/8.


	

	

	

	

	Implication of not implementing the Modification
