2.2.3.2 User Access

Digital Certificates are obtained in accordance with Agreed Procedure 3 "Communication Channel Qualification".

Each Party is then responsible for authorising access for each of its Participant Users, or removing access for Participant Users which are no longer relevant to a Party’s organisation, to the specific Functional Areas as described in Agreed Procedure 1.

It is the responsibility of the Participant to ensure that their Digital Certificate is valid for a given Trading Day. 


	Modification Proposal Justification

	This modification aims to clarify that it is the responsibility of a Participant to ensure that their Digital Certificate is within date. It has arisen from recent Participant requests to accept Digital Certificate expiry as grounds for submission of a Limited Communication Failure request. 

Failure of Participants to renew their certificates and request Limited Communication Failure results in an adverse impact on SEMO operational resources and pricing publication timings may be impacted. 
The modification aims to further Code Objective 1.3.5

"to provide transparency in the operation of the Single Electricity Market;"
