	A minor Market Operator audit item was identified in 2009 whereby SEMO was not meeting its obligation under AP1 Section 3.1.2 Procedural Step 6 to "Notify Regulatory Authorities of receipt of notice” for Party application by fax.
After discussion with the Regulatory Authorities, it was agreed that a notification via SEMO Monthly and Quarterly reports is sufficient for their purposes. No separate notification for each application is required via fax.

This modification aims to further the following Code Objectives:

a) to facilitate the efficient discharge by the Market Operator of the obligations imposed upon it by its Market Operator Licences (1.3.1) 

b) to facilitate the efficient, economic and coordinated operation, administration and development of the Single Electricity Market in a financially secure manner; (1.3.2)
