SEM Committee Decision for the Regulatory Authorities to Approve Mod_25_08 (Recommendation Report FRR_25_08)

Dear Mary,

On 27th June 2008, the Modifications Committee submitted its Modification Recommendation Report with regard to a Proposed Modification, Mod_25_08 (Extension of certain TSC Section 7 provisions to allow for the delivery of Market Systems Development Plan) in accordance with paragraph 2.231 of the SEM Trading and Settlement Code (the Code).  

This Modification, proposed by the Market Operator, seeks to extend the period of application of relevant Interim Provisions in Section 7 of the Code in line with the delivery of the changes to the central systems under the Market Systems Development Plan.  In order to achieve this the endurance of such Interim Provisions needs to be extended to 15 months after the Market Start Date. 
The SEM Committee notes that the Modifications Committee agreed unanimously to recommend to the Regulatory Authorities (RAs) that this modification should be made and that it should be implemented one Working Day after the date of issue of the RA decision.
Considering the above, and in accordance with paragraph 2.218 of the Code, the SEM Committee decides that a modification be made in accordance with the Final Recommendation Report of the Modifications Committee (FRR_25_08). The RAs therefore direct that the modification as set out in FRR_25_08 be made on a Settlement Day basis with effect from the date one Working Day after the date of this letter.
