	Modification Proposal Justification

	The Secretariat agreed at Meeting 28 of the Modifications Committee on 25 May 2010 to draft a Modification Proposal to put a timeline in place for the submission of revisions of existing Modification Proposals. As revisions can often contain substantial changes from the original Modification Proposal, it is proposed that the existing timelines for new Modification Proposals be adopted for revisions. This will enable the Modifications Committee adequate time to review the changes proposed in the revision prior to the agenda being sent out five days later.
This Modification Proposal furthers Code Objectives:

1.3.1   to facilitate the efficient discharge by the Market Operator of the obligations imposed upon it by its Market Operator Licences; 
1.3.5   to provide transparency in the operation of the Single Electricity Market.
