1. Background
This modification was received by the Secretariat on 15 September 2009 and presented to the 24th meeting of the Modifications Committee on 29 September 2009.

2. Purpose of Proposed Modification
2a. Justification for Modification

In the interests of clarity a heading is suggested before Section 5.185 to differentiate between the previous heading of ‘Settlement of Generator Units Under Test’ and to indicate the start of Code clauses relating to Aggregated Generator Units.
In Appendix E there is superfluous text after the headings (and before the tables) of Table E.5 and Table E.6 about the Shadow Price which does not belong.

Updated references in Glossary Definitions are required to ensure they refer to the correct paragraphs in the Code. 

In, addition there is a formatting issue of blank pages appearing and the end of Section 5 and in Appendix K which will be removed on the next update of the T&SC.

2b. Impact of not implementing a solution
Housekeeping and general administration of the T&SC is required to ensure that the document is set out in a logical and readable format so that users can find and access Sections with relative ease. 
Not implementing this Modification will result in a document that will become increasingly difficult to manage over time as Sections are changed and expanded.

1. DQuh is Dispatch Quantity for Generator Unit u in Trading Period h. 
5.182

The Market Operator shall calculate the value of Constraint Payments (CONPuh) for each Generator Unit u that is Under Test in a Trading Period h to be zero.

5.183

For the purposes of Uninstructed Imbalances as set out in paragraph 4.151 for Generator Units Under Test, the Market Operator shall deem the value of Dispatch Offer Price (DOPuh) to be equal to System Marginal Price (SMPh).

5.184

The Market Operator shall calculate the Eligible Availability (EAuh) for use in the calculation of Capacity Payments for Generator Units Under Test as follows:
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Where

2. MGuh is Metered Generation for Generator Unit u for Trading Period h;

3. TPD is the Trading Period Duration;

4. DQuh is Dispatch Quantity for Generator Unit u for Trading Period h.
