1. Background
The Modification Proposal was submitted by the Secretariat on November 19th 2009 and presented at Meeting 25 of the Modifications Committee on December 3rd 2009.

2. Purpose of Proposed Modification
2a. Justification for Modification (from Original Modification Proposal Form)
The process for withdrawing a Modification Proposal is not explicitly communicated within the Code. The addition of the proposed paragraph would remove any ambiguity in relation to the withdrawal process. It is intended that the codification of the withdrawal process will further streamline and increase the transparency of the processes and functions of the Modifications Committee.
The codification of the withdrawal procedure aims to do away with the ambiguity surrounding this area and to ensure that all Modifications Proposals are formally addressed by the Committee in an efficient and professional manner.

The inclusion of the Modification Proposal withdrawal process within the Code increases the transparency of that process.
2b. Impact of not implementing a solution
The process by which a Modification Proposal may be withdrawn would remain undefined within the Code. The lack of clarity as to who may withdraw a Modification Proposal and when would persist.

The Modification was presented by the Secretariat at Meeting 25 of the Modifications Committee. The Proposal puts forward changes to Section 2 of the Code.

As such, the Committee requested that a revised legal drafting be presented in Section 10 of this Report to reflect the view that final say on whether a Modification Proposal should be withdrawn lies with the Committee.

The Committee also agreed that where the proposer of a Modification was no longer represented at Committee Meetings the Secretariat should administer the Modification. Again, this is to be reflected in Section 10 of this Report.

2.188A
The person who submitted a Modification Proposal, or the Secretariat acting on behalf of the person who submitted a Modification Proposal may, upon the agreement of the Modifications Committee, withdraw a Modification Proposal at any stage prior to the Modification Proposal receiving a Final Modification Recommendation by vote of the Modifications Committee.

2.189
Any person raising a Modification Proposal shall ensure that their proposal is clear and substantiated with appropriate detail, including how it furthers the Code Objectives, to enable it to be considered by the Modifications Committee.

2.190
Each Modification Proposal shall include draft text of the relevant provision of the Code as amended by the Modification Proposal.
