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1. Background

This Modification was raised to move two clauses concerning Registration Data from Section 
7 of the T&SC into the enduring Code.
2. Purpose of Proposed Modification

2a. Justification for Modification


This modification proposes to move clauses 7.5 and 7.26 from Section 7 of the T&SC into the 
enduring Code. These clauses require the submission, upon registration, of additional data 
regarding whether or not an Interconnector can be dispatched at zero.


This is useful information for SEM to have for any new Interconnector and it is also a parameter 
required in Agreed Procedure 2. 


As such, SEMO proposes to move these two clauses into the enduring Code, which will mean 
that there will be an ongoing requirement for any Interconnector to provide information about 
whether or not that unit can be dispatched at zero upon registration. 


2b. Impact of not implementing a solution

The requirement for an Interconnector to submit data relating to whether or not it can be 
dispatched at zero would lapse at the end of October 2008. Participants would no longer be 
required to submit this useful information. In addition, Agreed Procedure 2 would no longer align 
with the T&SC in this area.

2.75 Notwithstanding paragraph 2.33, the Interconnector Registration Data for an Interconnector shall comprise:

1. the Aggregate Import Capacity; 

2. the Aggregate Export Capacity; 

3. the Aggregate Interconnector Ramp Rate, which must be a number greater than zero;

4. the Minimum Interconnector Import Level;

5. the Minimum Interconnector Export Level;

6. the identity of the person nominated to register as Interconnector Administrator;

7. the identity of the person nominated to register as Participant in respect of the Interconnector Error Unit;

8. the name address and contact details (including email and fax) of the Party (or Applicant, as applicable) to which the Interconnector is registered;

9. the proposed date from which it is intended that the Interconnector be registered, which date shall be no earlier than 20 Working Days from the date the Participation Notice is sent to the Market Operator;

10. evidence of compliance with metering requirements;

11. evidence that all necessary Connection Agreements are in place, valid and effective;

12. evidence that all necessary Use of System Agreements are in place, valid and effective;

13. evidence that the Party holds a valid Licence as applicable (including an authorisation or exemption) for the activities that it is proposing to undertake in respect of the Interconnector;

14. the identity of any other Party which is an Affiliate of that Party; and

	This modification proposes to move two clauses from Section 7 of the T&SC into the enduing Code. The relevant clauses are 7.5 and 7.26. These clauses require the submission of additional data upon registration about whether or not an Interconnector can be dispatched at zero.

This is useful information for SEM to have for any new Interconnector and it is also a parameter required in Agreed Procedure 2. 

As such, SEMO propose to move these two clauses into the enduring Code, which has the result that there is an ongoing requirement for any Interconnector to provide information about whether or not that unit can be dispatched at zero upon registration. 

This modification aims to further the following objective

1.3.5: to provide transparency in the operation of the Single Electricity Market.

	If this modification is not implemented, clauses 7.5 and 7.26 will expire at the end of October 2008. As such, there will be no requirement for an Interconnector to provide information upon registration about whether or not the Interconnector can be dispatched at zero.
