Regulatory Authority Decision on Mod_07_07 (Recommendation Report FRR_07_07)
Dear Mary
On 11th September 2007, the Modifications Committee submitted its final Recommendation Report with regard to an urgent modification, Mod_07_07, in accordance with section 2.231 of the Trading and Settlement Code (the Code). 
The modification, proposed by the Market Operator, concerns the correction of an obvious material error in the Code in relation to the associated offer price of a dispatch or market quantity, where the dispatch or market quantity exceeds the greatest quantity of the submitted PQ pairs. The current version of the Code does not address this situation. The proposal is to modify sections 4.133, 4.134, 4.137, and 4.138 of the Code to account for this error or omission.    
The Regulatory Authorities (RAs) accept the recommendation of the Committee that the proposed modification should be made in order to correct the obvious material error in the Code and to ensure that the Code and MSP software are aligned.  
In accordance with section 2.218 of the Code, the RAs direct that a modification be made in accordance with the Final Recommendation Report of the Modifications Committee (FRR_07_07).
This modification will become effective two working days after the date of this decision.
