	This modification amends the calculation of the Loss of Load Probability Table. The modification reformats the equations, splitting them in two and removing the constraint conditions. Complete re-written versions of M.37 and M.39 are attached in a word document and are designed to replace the current text in those respective sections of the Code. No other sections are impacted by this change.

	The mathematical formulation in the current relevant sections, if interpreted literally, would lead to errors in the Loss of Load Probability table. These errors would result in incorrect distribution of Capacity Payments across the trading periods, which would conflict with the mandated function of the market as set out in the Trading and Settlement Code. The Regulatory Authorities consider this modification to be urgent within the meaning of 8.53 of the TSC as an obviously material error or inconsistency.



	

	

	

	

	Implication of not implementing the Modification

	If the Modification is not implemented as an Urgent change, the error would then be more costly to correct at a later time as the central systems programming would need to be changed. This is due to the fact that the coding in central systems for the relevant logic has not yet commenced, and so by fixing the problem now, there will be a significant saving of cost and resources compared to a change implemented after the programming was finished.
