Regulatory Authority Decision to Approve Mod_31_07 (Recommendation Report FRR_31_07)
Dear Mary
On 11th September 2007, the Modifications Committee submitted its final Recommendation Report with regard to an urgent modification, Mod_31_07, in accordance with section 2.231 of the Trading and Settlement Code (the Code). 
The modification, proposed by the Market Operator (MO), concerns a change to Appendix I of the Code to ensure that it provides a complete list of what is required from participants. 

The market systems require additional data to that currently specified in the Code for Hot Cooling Boundary and Warm Cooling Boundary. These are vital in Instruction Profiling and the MSP Software, as they are used to determine the warmth state of Units. If these values are not submitted, it may lead to a situation of incorrect results from the MSP Software.
The Regulatory Authorities (RAs) accept the recommendation of the Modifications Committee that the proposed modification should be made in order to ensure that the results from the MSP Software are not prejudiced by these values not being submitted. 
In accordance with section 2.218 of the Code, the RAs direct that a modification be made in accordance with the Final Recommendation Report of the Modifications Committee (FRR_31_07).  
The modification will become effective on 30th September 2007.
