Regulatory Authority Decision to Approve Mod_39_07 (Recommendation Report FRR_39_07)
Dear Mary
On 11th September 2007, the Modifications Committee submitted its final Recommendation Report with regard to an urgent modification, Mod_39_07, in accordance with section 2.231 of the Trading and Settlement Code (the Code). 
The modification, proposed by the Market Operator (MO), concerns the application of a time lag when a dispatch instruction is issued by the System Operators. Under the Code, this time lag is applied by the MO, but it has emerged that this time lag is actually incorporated by the System Operator prior to submission to the MO. In order to avoid this being applied twice, it is proposed that the time lag applied in Instruction Profiling shall be set to 0.
The Regulatory Authorities (RAs) accept the recommendation of the Committee that this modification be made to the Code so as to avoid double application of the time lag referred to above which would result in incorrect Dispatch Quantities.
In accordance with section 2.218 of the Code, the RAs direct that a modification be made in accordance with the Final Recommendation Report of the Modifications Committee (FRR_39_07).  
The modification will become effective on 30th September 2007.
