	As stated above the Modification corrects the repetition of condition 1 in condition 2 in section 5.108 of the Code and replaces the erroneous text in condition 2 with the correct and intended text. 

This Modification is raised as an Urgent Modification in accordance with the definition in 2.208 of the Code (as modified by section 8.53 of the Code) and in particular in respect of the condition that implementing the Modification will “correct an obviously material error” in the Code.
This proposal furthers the Code objectives (in particular objective 1.13.1) by enabling the Market Operator better to comply with its obligations under the Code by correcting an error in the Code.


	

	

	

	

	Implication of not implementing the Modification

	Not implementing the Modification will result in section 5.108 incorrectly implementing the calculation of Eligible Availability for Energy Limited Generator Units. If this error is implemented in the systems it will result in payments to such Generator Units being incorrect. Furthermore the capacity payment mechanism, which uses the Eligible Availability determined under section 5.108, is a fixed revenue mechanism and, as a result, failure to allocate payments correctly to such Generator Units will result in payments also being incorrect for all other Generator Units entitled to receive capacity payments.
