	Code Maintenance and Publication

 The Secretariat shall maintain and publish a register of Approved Modifications with their Effective dates .
A Modification shall become effective either (i) within 2 working days of the Regulatory Authority decision or (ii) on such date as the Regulatory Authority state in their decision, having had regard to any time required for implementation.

Where an approved Modification has a system implication, it should only be included in the latest published version of the Code and the Agreed Procedures where it has been implemented in the system by the Publication date.
The Secretariat shall update the Code and AP’s with approved Modifications as close as is practical to the effective dates of the Modifications. 
The Secretariat shall aim to publish the modified version of the Code including effective Modifications :
· no later than quarterly (where newly effective Modification Proposals exist) or
· within five Working Days where more than 15 Modification Proposals have become effective since the Code was last published.


The Published Version of the Code, plus any ‘effective’ Modifications at that point in time, shall constitute the  legal Version of the Code.

	These modifications are necessary to ensure the unambiguous operation of the SMO Code and AP Version Control and Publication process. The objectives of the Modification are:
· There is always clarity regarding the “current” version of the Code

· A Modification should only be included in the Code when its effective date has been reached

· The effective date should reflect any time necessary for systems or process implementation

· So far as is practicable, the published version of the Code should reflect the current version of the Code (but some “batching” by the SMO is allowable)
The published Code should coincide with the current System wherever possible.  The published Code should not contain the updated wording for a Modification which is not completely implmented or tested in systems.  The current Code publication wording does not mention effective dates or take account of Modification System Implementation.


	

	

	

	

	Implication of not implementing the Modification

	The System would not reflect the published version of the Code. 
If the wording was followed without taking account of Implementation date, a version of the Code could be published with wording which is not implemented in the systems. This  may lead to confusion among new or existing participants when they are building their systems.
