Regulatory Authority Decision on Mod_64_07 (Recommendation Report FRR_64_07)

Dear Mary

On 16th October 2007, the Modifications Committee submitted its final Recommendation Report with regard to an urgent modification, Mod_64_07 (Tie-Break Definition), in accordance with paragraph 2.231 of the SEM Trading and Settlement Code (the Code). 
The modification seeks to amend the definition of “Tie-Break” in the Glossary of the Code.  This is necessary because the current definition refers to Schedule Production Cost of Generator Units and such costs cannot be determined until the Market Schedule Quantity for the Generator Unit is determined, which cannot be done until a Tie-Break situation is resolved by the MSP Software. 

The Regulatory Authorities (RAs) note that the Modifications Committee unanimously recommended that this modification should be made.  The RAs take the view that they should accept the Modifications Committee recommendation to approve the proposal as set out in their Final Recommendation Report (FRR_64_07).
In accordance with paragraph 2.218 of the Code, the RAs direct that a modification be made in accordance with the Final Recommendation Report of the Modifications Committee (FRR_64_07). 

In accordance with paragraph 2.220 of the Code, this modification shall become effective on 1st November 2007.
