SEM Committee Decision for the Regulatory Authorities to Approve Mod_81_07 (Recommendation Report FRR_81_07)

Dear Mary

On 13th December 2007, the Modifications Committee submitted its final Recommendation Report with regard to a proposed modification, Mod_81_07 (“Move spurious Glossary page in Appendix A to Section 8”), in accordance with section 2.231 of the Trading and Settlement Code (the Code). 

The modification, proposed by the Market Operator, concerns an error of positioning of text in the Code where the glossary part of Section 8 of the Code has been positioned following the first two page of Appendix A.  The proposal repositions the definitions in Section 8, where they belong.
The SEM Committee notes that the Modifications Committee agreed unanimously to recommend to the Regulatory Authorities that this modification should be made and that the modification should be made on a Settlement Day basis and that the Implementation Date should be 20 December 2007.  The SEM Committee further notes that the Modifications Committee believes that the proposal facilitates the Code Objective set out in paragraph 1.3.3.
In accordance with section 2.218 of the Code, the SEM Committee decides that a modification be made in accordance with the Final Recommendation Report of the Modifications Committee (FRR_81_07). The RAs therefore direct that the modification as set out in FRR_81_07 be made to be effective from 21st December 2007.
