	During the development of the SEM, the name “AIME” (All Island Market for Electricity) was adopted.  The Regulatory Authorities have determined that the enduring Market Operator will be called “SEMO” - Single Electricity Market Operator.   

This Modification is required to ensure that Agreed Procedure 15 reflects appropriate branding for the Market Operator and the format of Invoices. The SEMO logo is currently in place on the paper invoices and the logo will be in place on invoices available through the SEM systems once the MSDP 2007/8 changes are implemented.
This modification aims to further objective 1.3.5 of the Trading and Settlement Code by clarifying the format of Invoices.

	Implication of not implementing the Modification

	If the Modification is not implemented, the Central Market Systems will not be compliant with tax legislation as a trading brand of an entity that no longer exists (AIME) will appear on Market Operator invoices.  In addition, the Invoice format in Agreed Procedure 15 will not be consistent with approved changes as part of the delivery of the 2007/8 MSDP.
