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1. Background
This Modification was received by the Secretariat on 16 September 2010 as a standard proposal and presented at Meeting 31 of the Modifications Committee on 30 September 2010.

2. Purpose of Proposed Modification

2a. Justification for Modification

This Modification removes obligations on the Market Operator regarding notification of acceptance of Validation Data Set Number. It also proposes various clarifications and adjustments to the data submission requirements relating to Registration Data (Appendix H) and Offer Data (Appendix I).

The proposed changes are:

Paragraph 3.42H

The text of the approved Modification Proposal – set out in FRR_47_08 – that will become effective on the 8th Scheduled Release Deployment Date is modified. The obligation on the Market Operator to notify the Participant on acceptance of a Validation Data Set Number contained in paragraph 3.42H is removed.

· Station Address: Change to clarify that this data item is to be submitted in Registration for Demand Side Units, aligning with the Central Market Systems.

· Commission Test Certificate: Change to clarify that this data item is not required for Demand Side Units in Central Market Systems.

· Qualified Communication Channels: Change to clarify that this data item is not required within Central Market Systems for Interconnector Units, Interconnector Error Units, Interconnector Residual Capacity Units, Demand Side Units and Netting Generator Units.

· Licence Expiry Date: This data item is required by the Central Market Systems for all Generator Units, excluding Interconnector Units, Interconnector Error Units, Interconnector Residual Capacity Units and Netting Generator Units.

· Generator Aggregator System Operator Agreement: Not previous designated as Validation Registration Data (VRD).  This item should be VRD, to be validated as part of the Registration process by the relevant System Operator.

· Maximum Generation: proposes the removal of duplicate element (i.e. Maximum Generation appears in Table H.2 twice).

· Maximum Storage Capacity: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Validation Technical Offer Data under the Code.  However, the October CMS release design does not include this item as Validation Technical Offer Data and is therefore proposed to be re-designated as Validation Registration Data.

· Minimum Storage Capacity: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Validation Technical Offer Data under the Code.  However, the October CMS release design does not include this item as Validation Technical Offer Data and is therefore proposed to be re-designated as Validation Registration Data.

· Target Reservoir Level Percentage: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Validation Technical Offer Data under the Code. · End Point of Start Up Period: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Technical Offer Data under the Code.  However, the October CMS release design does not include this item as Technical Offer Data (i.e. can be submitted and approved daily) and is therefore proposed to be re-designated as Validation Registration Data.

Clause I.12

· Minimum Generation: Proposes that Minimum Generation is removed from clause I.12, as this value is also contained within Table H.2.  This change is consistent with the design of the Central Market Systems.

· End Point of Start Up Period: Proposes the removal of “End Point of Start Up Period” from I.12, with this item being moved to Table H.2.

Clause I.17

· Target Reservoir Level Percentage: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Validation Technical Offer Data under the Code.  However, the October CMS release design does not include this item as Validation Technical Offer Data and is therefore proposed to be re-designated as Validation Registration Data.

· Maximum Storage Capacity: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Validation Technical Offer Data under the Code.  However, the October CMS release design does not include this item as Validation Technical Offer Data and is therefore proposed to be re-designated as Validation Registration Data.

· Minimum Storage Capacity: This is a registration value within the Central Market Systems but is currently designated as Validation Technical Offer Data under the Code.  However, the October CMS release design does not include this item as Validation Technical Offer Data and is therefore proposed to be re-designated as Validation Registration Data.

9. Modifications Committee views
A Generator Alternate raised an issue regarding the justification for the request for some of the data from Participants and its use upon submission. It was argued that some of the generic data items may not be necessary for certain generator types, in which case the obligation to submit them should be removed. A discussion took place regarding with whom the responsibility should lie to identify the data items that may not be relevant for certain generator types. There was a suggestion that Participants provide SEMO with a list of items they feel are superfluous. It was felt that SEMO could then assess the necessity for submission of such information. Generator Alternate felt the onus should be with SEMO to identify whether data is used or not.
SEMO advised that the issue raised by Participants is separate to that of the Modification presented and further noted that this was a large piece of work which could divert resources from what Participants may believe to be more important projects. There was recognition among the group that this should take a lower priority to other work streams but should be included in the list of work items.
A Supplier Alternate queried the removal of the obligation to submit Qualified Communications Channels. This was checked and while there is no requirement in the CMS for such a data item, there is a requirement for Qualified Communication Channels for all Generator Units except Netting Generator Units and this has been amended accordingly.
Following the discovery of this error, the Modification Proposal was subjected to a further rigorous check. It was discovered that some of the changes that were believed to be deletions of obligations on DSUs to submit a data item were in fact deletions from exemptions to submit the data items, effectively introducing the obligation. This was not the intention of the Modification Proposal and this has been reflected in the legal drafting section.
