Certain MPR Class data submissions require more time than others for Market Operator approval. The timeline below gives an indication of approval times expected to be required by the Market Operator.

2.4 Default Rules Related to Offer Data Submission 

2.4.1 Introduction

As an introduction to the terminology used below, Technical Offer Data (TOD) and Commercial Offer Data (COD) are categories of Offer Data as set out in the Code.

Default rules for TOD and COD are applied, unless otherwise specified in the Code, in order to ensure that valid TOD or COD will be available at Gate Closure.

The rules the Participant must follow, and the MO will apply to ensure valid Offer Data are available, are supported by rules around the submission and validation timelines of Offer Data. These rules are described in the following sections.

Definitions of Offer Data types:

· Registration Default TOD: refers to the Validation Technical Offer Data TOD (submitted using the Unit (Resource) Data element
) which must be submitted by Participants during Unit Registration as part of the Primary Validation Data Set and Approved by the relevant System Operator to apply from the first Trading Day of participation. Any future updates to this Approved Primary Validation Data Set Registration Default TOD, must be provided by the Participants and approved by the Market Operator and relevant System Operator (using the high level validation in section 2.2 of this AP and Section 3 of the Code). Because there is always active approved Registration Default Data, this meets the Default Data requirements in the Code. 

· Standing Offer Data: refers to TOD and COD (submitted using the appropriate
 elements) which must be submitted by Participants during Unit Registration to apply from the first Trading Day of participation. For any future updates to this Standing Offer Data, Participants must submit Standing Offer Data prior to the opening of the Market Submission Window.

· Trading Offer Data: refers to the daily submission of COD and TOD (that is not Validation Technical Offer Data) from Participants which can occur within the Market Submission Window (i.e. from 06:00 29 days before Gate Closure to 12:00 on the Day prior to Gate Closure) and will be applicable for the Trading Day specified in the Data Transaction. 
· Validation Data Set: as defined in the Code.
· Primary Data Set means, a set of Technical Offer Data Records approved by the relevant System Operator as per 7.33 to 7.37 of the Code.  Changes to Data Records which do not match in their entirety the Primary Data Set within a submitted Technical Offer Data Transaction must be submitted by the Market Operator to the relevant System Operator for approval or rejection prior to being Accepted.  

· Alternative Data Set , a set of Technical Offer Data Records approved by the relevant System Operator as per 7.33 to 7.37 of the Code.  Changes to Data Records which do not match in their entirety  the Alternative Data Set within a submitted Technical Offer Data Transaction must be submitted by the Market Operator to the relevant System Operator for approval or rejection prior to being Accepted.  

As approved Standing Offer Data will be converted to Trading Offer Data at Market Submission Window opening, submissions of Trading Offer Data will always be an update to Offer Data.

For the avoidance of doubt, all COD inclusive of Default Data will be submitted via the Standing Offer Data and Trading Offer Data channels. There will be two subsets of TOD submitted, some via the Registration Default TOD message (Validation Technical Offer Data) and some via the Standing Offer Data and Trading Offer Data channels. Details of which interface TOD are submitted is provided in Appendix B of this Agreed Procedure.
Agreed Procedure 4, Section 2.4.3

2.4.3 Registration Default TOD

Registration Default TOD refers to business data, in the Unit (Resource) Data element (as detailed in Business Data Contained In Each Element). It is not anticipated that Registration Default TOD will change on a regular basis and is considered similar to static data.

· Submissions at Unit Registration

Registration Default TOD must be submitted during Unit Registration. Once approved by the Market Operator, this data will apply from the first Trading Day of participation and will continue to be effective indefinitely, or until updates are submitted and approved.

· Submissions of Updates Prior to 12:00 on the Day prior to Gate Closure

Registration Default TOD can be updated at anytime by submitting new Registration Default TOD and once approved will be applicable from an ‘Effective From’ date specified in the Data Transaction. The ‘Effective From’ must comply with Table 2 - Data Submission Timelines.
At Gate Closure the approved Registration Default TOD is utilised for the next appropriate Trading Day.

Clearly state the reason for the Modification & how it furthers the Code Objectives 

	Background

At present the Trading and Settlement Code (T&SC) provides for an interim manual process between the Market Operator and System Operators in relation to the validation of Technical Offer Data. This interim process is valid until the end of October 2008 under Section 7 of the T&SC. This modification proposal contains proposed changes to the T&SC to put in place an enduring solution for the validation of technical data.

A special topic MOUG (Market Operator User Group) was held on 19 March 2008, at which the principles of an enduring validation process were discussed and agreed.

A paper providing both the background to the current validation process for Technical Offer Data that is effective until 12 months after Market Start and an outline of the proposed enduring solution for the validation of technical data items was presented to the Modifications Committee on the 27th May 2008 and the paper and the slides were subsequently circulated. 
This modification proposal contains the required changes to the Trading and Settlement Code and the Agreed Procedures to reflect the outlined proposed enduring solution for validation of technical data items. 

Outline of the issue this modification proposal seeks to address
The Ex-Ante and the Ex-Post prices in the SEM are dependent on a list of submitted data from Market Participants, Meter Data Providers, the Interconnector Administrator, and the System Operators.  Any Data Transaction from one of these groups that contains an error may have an impact on the resulting System Marginal Prices. Technical data submitted by Participants is used in the SEM Market Scheduling and Pricing Software and submission is also required to fulfil Grid Code obligations. 
In the designated version of the T&SC no provision for the validation of this technical data by the System Operators was made. However, any error in technical offer data could impact on prices in SEM and may also be in breach of the Grid Code. As such, an interim process for the validation of Technical Offer Data submitted via the MPR was introduced through the Modifications Process (Mod 77_07 and subsequently Mod 11_8 and Mod 19_08) in order to prevent errors in Technical Offer Data impacting on prices in SEM.  
However, the interim process for the validation of the Technical Offer Data is valid only until the end of October 2008. At that point, the clauses under Section 7 will no longer apply. As such, a change to the T&SC is required to put in place an enduring solution for the validation of technical data items.  

Discussions with Industry to find an enduring solution to the issue

Single Topic MOUG Discussion
At the Single Topic MOUG on 19th March 2008, the issue of validation of technical data items was discussed.  A proposed new process emerged from the discussions, subject to approval of suitable Modifications and impact assessment for all changes:

1. Participants to be able to register more than two pre-approved Technical Offer Data sets, which would be approved manually with the relevant System Operator.  The number was not explicitly agreed, but four or five pre-approved data sets was suggested.

2. Technical data is submitted to the Central Market Systems is validated automatically by the Central Market Systems.  If it matches any one of the pre-approved data sets, it is automatically accepted.  If not, it is manually validated by the relevant System Operator and, if approved and notified by Gate Closure, accepted into the Central Market Systems manually by the Market Operator.
Invitation for feedback on proposed enduring solution

Participants and any interested parties were invited at the MOUG, at Modifications Committee Meeting 13 and also within the justification section of Modification Proposal 19_08 to submit comments and/or requirements to markethelpdesk@allislandmarket.com by mid April 2008 to input to the development of the enduring solution proposal.

Only one response was received. EirGrid and SONI have noted these comments and have aimed to incorporate the comments where possible in the development of the enduring solution.

Presentation to Modifications Committee

At the Modifications Committee meeting on the 27th May 2008 the details of the proposed solution were outlined in a presentation to the Modifications Committee. The slides from this presentation and a more detailed paper were subsequently circulated to the Modifications Committee and interested parties.

Proposed Enduring Solution 
The enduring solution consists of up to six Validation Data Sets held by SEMO for validation of submitted technical data items. These Validation Data Sets are subject to the following rules:

· Each Validation Data Set contains both Validation Technical Offer Data and Validation Registration Data.
· Each Validation Data Set will initially be validated by the TSOs and, once approved, will become an Approved Validation Data Set
· Approved Validation Data Set #1 will be the default data set.

· Changes to any Approved Validation Data Set or a new proposed Validation Data Set will require a minimum of 10 working days for validation and approval.

· Validation Registration Data contained within the Validation Data Sets will be subject to 29 days notice to change (in line with current T&SC timelines).
· Registration Data must be consistent across all Validation Data Sets. 

· There will be a number of other data items that are neither Registration Data nor Validation Technical Offer Data but are included in each Registration System (MPR) transaction. The values of these data items will not be validated on submission but will need to be included in the transaction. 

· The entire transaction will be either Accepted, Rejected or deemed Pending on submission.
All technical data items submitted through the Registration System (MPR) will be validated against the Approved Validation Data Sets.

· On submission of any technical data items, the data will be validated against the Approved Validation Data Sets and must match one Approved Validation Data Set in its entirety to be approved automatically i.e. Accepted. 

· If submitting technical data items in accordance with one of these Approved Validation Data Sets, then the data can be submitted up to ten minutes before Gate Closure and will be Accepted if valid. The user will receive confirmation of status. 

· If the transaction does not match one of the Approved Validation Data Sets in its entirety and has been submitted after 11:00 on the day prior to Gate Closure, then the transaction will be rejected and the user will receive confirmation of status.
· If the transaction is submitted prior to 11:00 on the day prior to Gate Closure and if the transaction does not match in its entirety one of the Approved Validation Data Sets, then the user will receive confirmation of status. The data will be passed to the TSO for validation and the relevant TSO will subsequently approve or reject it and inform the Market Operator by 08:00 on the day of Gate Closure. The Market Operator will subsequently issue confirmation of status to the user by 09:15 on the day of Gate Closure.
· SEMO will notify the TSOs of the active Approved Validation Data Set or data set (whenever a change occurs from the previously approved data set).
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Justification for implementing the proposed enduring solution:
Technical data submitted by Participants is used in the SEM Market Scheduling and Pricing Software and submission is also required to fulfil Grid Code obligations. The Ex-Ante and the Ex-Post prices in the SEM are dependent on this data. As such, without validation, any error in technical data could impact on prices in SEM and may also be in breach of the Grid Code. Validation is necessary in order to minimise the likelihood of errors in technical data impacting on prices in SEM. 
Market Operator: 
· The current interim validation process is a manual process that requires significant processing by the Market Operator. This manual process is very labour intensive and as a result the number of pre-approved data sets is restricted to two (primary and secondary).

· An automated solution is necessary if Participant requirements to have up to 6 pre-approved data sets are to be met.

· The current manual process was intended to be an interim process and if this process is to continue indefinitely it will put a strain on the existing operational resources possibly leading to delays in publishing schedules, settlement statements, invoices and delays in payment to and from market participants. Implementing the proposed enduring solution will remove this overhead from operations and minimise the risk of delays.
· Implementing the proposed enduring solution will also significantly reduce the risk of human error during the manual process.

System Operators: 
· The current interim process also requires input from the TSOs. Under the interim process as per Section 7 of the T&SC, each Generator Unit can have a Primary Data Set and an Alternative Data Set. Any submissions that don't match in their entirety either of these two data sets requires approval by the TSOs, which has considerable time impacts on TSOs. 
· Under the proposed enduring solution, each Generator Unit can have up to six Approved Validation Data Sets, which will cover a wider range of scenarios. As such, the TSOs should have less data sets to review on an ongoing basis, reducing the impact on TSO resources. 
· Having up to six sets of pre-agreed characteristics allows the generator and the TSO to have an unambiguous understanding of all the generator's characteristics for all the expected modes of operation well in advance of being requested.

Participants: 

· Each Generator Unit only has two approved Data Sets under the interim validation process as set out in the T&SC. Under the proposed enduring solution the number of Approved Validation Data Sets will be six, which will allow significantly greater scope for approved data sets to match different Generator Unit configurations.

· The current interim process requires technical data submission by 12:00 on the day prior to Gate Closure. The proposed enduring solution allows for the submission of technical data matching any of the six Approved Data Sets up to ten minutes prior to Gate Closure. This is a significant reduction in the time prior to the start of the Trading Day for the submission of technical data, allowing greater scope for technical data to be updated to reflect actual conditions.
· Participants currently do not receive confirmation of changes to particular data items from the market systems. The proposed enduring solution will incorporate the notification as appropriate to provide each participant with a clear indication of the status of each submission.
· The proposed enduring solution also sets out a timeline of 10 Working Days for getting Validation Data Sets assessed by TSOs. In the current interim solution, there is no timeline set out and as such some Participants have expressed concerns that this introduces an unacceptable commercial risk to generators. The proposed enduring solution removes this risk.
 Costs:

· At this stage, detail of the costs of implementation are not available as impact assessment has not been approved by the Modifications Committee. 
Code Objectives

This modification proposal aims to further objectives 1.3.2 and 1.3.7 by creating a more efficient and transparent validation process with clearly defined timelines. The validation is required to avoid error in technical data impacting on SEM prices.
1.3.2 to facilitate the efficient, economic and coordinated operation, administration and development of the Single Electricity Market in a financially secure manner;

1.3.7 to promote the short-term and long-term interests of consumers of electricity on the island of Ireland with respect to price, quality, reliability, and security of supply of electricity.



	Implication of not implementing the Modification
Clearly state the possible outcomes should the Modification not be made , or how the Code Objectives would not be met


	Without the validation of technical data items, the market faces an unnecessary risk that the MSP Software may determine SMPs arising from erroneous data submissions.  Such SMPs are likely to be uneconomically representative, to distort the SMP signal both Ex-Ante and Ex-Post, and may reduce confidence in the SEM as a whole. 

If this modification is not implemented, either data will not be validated and the market will face the risks outlined above or the interim validation process may continue. This interim validation process has a risk of error associated with significant manual processing, is a significant drain on SEMO and TSO resources, imposes longer timelines on Participants for the submission of technical data, does not have the additional flexibility around the submission of data that the enduring proposed validation solution will have and does not confirm which technical data is in the systems for transparency for Participants.
