	AP1 3.1.2 Procedural Step 17 incorrectly refers to the Accession Deed being contained in a non-existent appendix of the T&SC. This modification proposes to remove this erroneous reference, as the Accession Deed is not contained within the T&SC, but forms part of the Participant Registration pack provided by SEMO Customer Services. 
This modification aims to further Code Objective 1.3.1, namely

"to facilitate the efficient discharge by the Market Operator of the obligations imposed upon it by its Market Operator Licences;"
