	The SMO has indicated that it wishes to make a release of its Market Systems on 16th September – termed Release 1b – that involves changes to the schema of a number of reports (~28).  This requires corresponding work from Market Participants to modify their interfaces to the market systems, which could put their implementation schedules to be ready for market Go-Live at risk. At a meeting convened on 4th September to discuss this topic, participants were in general agreement that this release should be deferred. At the same meeting, the SMO indicated that, due to the successive nature of software releases from their vendor, this would consequentially impact their planned Release 2b and Release 4. As such, this Modification Proposal requests that Release 1b, Release 2b and Release 4 be deferred until 4-6 weeks post Go-Live.

	The work required to accommodate changes to this number of interfaces places our implementation schedule for Go-Live at risk. We believe other participants have similar concerns. The SMO have indicated that they can defer these releases without serious impact (provided they receive derogations from some T&SC obligations they would be non-compliant with).

The terms “Market Operator”, “Modifications Committee” and “Regulatory Authorities” shall have the meanings assigned to those terms in the Code.  

In consideration for the right to submit, and have the Modification Proposal assessed in accordance with the terms of Sections xx of the Code, which I have read and understand, I agree as follows:
